Christmas Castle

Project Description: _ Festive fun can be had using your Purple cows tools to
create a moo-velously unique Christmas decoration B UT STOP RIGHT THERE!
This project isn’t just for Christmas, just change the papers and

embellishments and it could be; A spooky haunted c astle to hold sweet treats
or even little pressies, it could be a pink princes s fairy castle for a little girls
party or a dashing nights castle for your favourite little boy. It could even just

be a stylish piece of seasonal home décor to fillw ith pot pourri. The
construction is the same ..... the choice is yours!




Tools:

Purple Cows #1040 2 in 1 combo trimmer
Michelle’s stash; scissors, craft knife.

Supplies:

Cosmo Cricket Jolly by Golly Christmas crafting kit

Bazzill Swiss Dots 12 x 12 cardstock.

Glue glider pro w/permanent ink

Michelle’s stash; foam pads, silicon glue, strong w et glue.

Step by Step Instructions:

1.

To start we’ll make the central piece. Using the gu illotine on your # 1040
combo trimmer cut 2, 5”strips of a 12x12 Cosmo cri cket Breezy Freezy
paper. Join the 2 pieces together overlapping by %2’ with your glue

glider pro and permanent adhesive so you have one|  ong strip.

Along the top edge mark a depth of 34" then %2 in from the left mark a
vertical line (to make %2 a turret) continue alongt  he length marking
vertical lines but make all the rest at 1” interva  Is. Cut out your % turret
and then each alternate turret to the end. Make the  piece into a circle,
overlapping the join ¥2” and adhering with the glue glider pro. (this will
overlap the ¥z turret onto a full turret)

For the right hand tower cut a strip of the Cosmo C  ricket Silly Chilly
paper 7”tall x 8" wide on your combo trimmer. Lay it right side facing
you and from the right mark a line on the top edge 2%"inand 1%
down. Then from the left on the bottom edge marktw o lines 1” and 2 ¥%2”
in and 4 ¥4 up on both marks. With a craft knife ¢ ut the lines making
very thin slits. Roll up and stick along the join t o0 make a cylinder. (these
cuts allow to the tower to slot onto the base anda  llow a small turret to
be slotted in the top of the tower)

For the left tower cut a strip of the Cosmo Cricket Sweater Weather
paper this time 6” tall and 10” wide. Laying itf  ace up again from the
right along the bottom edge mark two linesat1”a nd 2 %” and 4 ¥ up
on both marks and again cut along these lines makin g thin slits. Again
roll it up and adhere the join to make another cyli nder.

For the back tower cut a piece of the Cosmo Cricket play day paper 8 %2”
tall and 6 2" wide. Again laying it face up fromt  he right along the
bottom mark two lines at 1” and 2 %2” and 4 %2 up on both marks and
then along the top edge mark a line at halfway (3  ¥”) and 1 %2” down.
As before cut the slits and make it into a cylinder

Cut 3 circles (well it's a semi circle plus 1/8 ™ of a circle as in the diagram
below, thatis notto size!) 1 =5%," diameter1 =5 %" diameterand 1 =6
¥, diameter. Make these into the roofs by overlapp  ing the edges over
each other and sticking together. Use what papersy  ou fancy from now
on from the Cosmo Cricket crafting Kit.

Using the template (below) make some sticky out tow  ers, they should
measure 3" in height with a thin slit 1 %2” deepa s marked. To make them
double sided (as the paper is double sided) cut out two little roofs and
attach one front and back.

Decorate the pieces with free hand drawn windows an  d doors cut from
the Cosmo Cricket papers. Add strips of paper wrapp ed around the
towers for decoration cut using click blade #2804 d eckle cut in your
Purple Cows trimmer to add some decorative interest

Select a contrasting piece of 12x12 cardstock from the bazzill swiss dots
collection.

Glue the central circle to the 12x12 using silicon glue. Apply a thin line
of silicon round the bottom of the inside when the large central cylinder
is in place on your cardstock.

Slot the towers over the castle walls using the sli ts in the bottom of the
towers. Slot in your sticky out towers into the two tallest towers that

have slits at the top and glue on the roofs. (luse  d a thin line of silicon
around the top of the tower to do this)

Further decorate the piece with images cut from the Cosmo Cricket
papers and coupons.

Now find the perfect place to display your castle, whatever your theme
is and fill it up with goodies.
